General Agreement

Entries

Only pre-entries are allowed; no day-of-entries will be accepted.  Entries must be received by 5:00 p.m., July 13, 2002.  The show committee has the right to refuse any entry.  Any person who is not currently in good standing with NADAC will not be allowed entry into the trial.

Move Ups
No same day move ups are allowed. However, if you earn your title on Friday or Saturday you may move up to the next level on a subsequent day.  Each move up for each class must be on a separate form provided at the show and must be submitted to the show chair/trial secretary [and not the score table] within one hour of the last class of the day. Dogs are not required to move up to the next level upon completion of a title, but if they do compete at the higher level and earn a qualifying leg they are not allowed to ever compete in a lower level.

Notice To Exhibitors
Exhibitors through submission of entry, acknowledge that they are knowledgeable of NADAC [North American Dog Agility Council, Inc.] rules and regulations including, but not limited to, the following rules regarding entry:

Dogs may be exercised only in designated areas and you must clean up after your dog.

Any dog entered in the standard division may jump  higher than their measured height requires.  Dogs entered in Veterans or Junior Handlers must jump their Veteran/Junior Handler jump height.

All handlers for a given class should be present at ring side at least 30 minutes prior to the start of scheduled classes for walk through and briefing. Any dog and handler not present when their number is called will be ineligible to run.


All dogs must be registered with NADAC to compete at this trial.   

This show and all judging will be conducted under current NADAC rules and regulations.  An Exhibitor’s Handbook may be obtained from the NADAC web site at www.nadac.com.

Placement Ribbons
1-4th in all jump heights in all classes. Qualifying ribbons will be awarded for each qualifying run.

Classes

Regular Agility:  The Regular Agility class is the basis for all of the agility classes.  The Regular Agility class course tests the dog on all possible types of equipment and qualifying in this class demonstrates the dog’s ability to perform all of the types of obstacles safely and correctly.  The dog and handler maneuver through a numbered obstacle course, designed by the judge.  As the dog and handler progress through the levels of the Regular Agility classes, they demonstrate the ability to negotiate more complex courses with adequate speed, efficiency, handling skills, and teamwork on all obstacles.  This class highlights the overall agility dog and handler team that have accomplished the training necessary to show that they have to skills to perform all of the agility obstacles.

Gamblers: The Gamblers class allows for the dog and handler team to choose which obstacles they wish to perform during the class.  The handler must possess handling skills that are used to choose a course path that contains the obstacles which their dog can perform accurately within a certain amount of time, to obtain the required number of points.  The dog is required to accurately perform obstacles while remaining a required

distance away from the handler during part of the class.

Jumpers: The Jumpers class requires that the dog can perform a series of jumps that demonstrates an efficient jumping style while following the course path at a rapid pace.  The dog and handler follow a numbered obstacle course, as set by the judge.  The dog will have to demonstrate their ability to turn efficiently, jump cleanly, and stay on course while moving rapidly.

Tunnelers: The Tunnelers class is a numbered course comprised exclusively of tunnels.  The dogs negotiate the course at a high rate of speed while listening intently for the directional control commands from the handler to indicate the next correct tunnel to be performed on the course.

Weavers: The Weavers class is a numbered course comprised of tunnels and sets of weave poles.  There are both short sets of weave poles (5-6) and long sets of weave poles (10-12) on the course, intermixed with open tunnels.  The dogs must demonstrate their ability to approach weave poles at speed, enter correctly and weave accurately, while staying on course.

Touch ‘N Go:  The Touch N Go class is a numbered course comprised of contact obstacles and tunnels.  The obstacles can be a mix of tunnels, teeter totters, A-frames, and dog walks.  The dog must demonstrate their ability to correctly perform the contact obstacles while moving at a rapid pace.
