A pin will be given for each title, but certificates will not be
given by CKCOJ this year (U/C) as members who have earned outside
titles will receive certificates from the sanctioning organizations.

B. Update from Nominating Committee: There are three candidates for the two
upcoming board vacancies — Jamie Criss, Sue McGowan, and Camille
Stephens. Unless one of the candidates withdraws, an election will be
held at the annual meeting.

C. Doggie Dollars: Motion to table this item by MH, second by GU, passed by
u/C.

D. Judges Contract Template: A contract template is a new UKC requirement.
Patty has already tweaked the contract from the UKC website to use for
the trial coming up in February 2011. Carried over for board approval of
the tweaked contract.

E. Storage: Costs for the storage unit are going up by $20 per month.
Cheaper storage is available, but the cheaper rates are for unheated
storage. The rent on the current unit is due by 9-30-10. A preliminary
report was submitted at the August 2010 meeting.

Treadwell Ditch Trail to the closed trails and designating Juneau as a
“discretionary trapping zone” thereby allowing the Board of Game to
impose optional restrictions in order to reduce conflicts) by U/C and the
letter was given to Camille Stephens for signature.

C. Club Renewal and Trial Sanction — NADAQ Membership. NADAQ renewal
fee of $25 is due by December 2010. Motion to pay by SH, second by
GU, U/C. Sanction for the June 2011 Agility Trial was carried over to
November 2010.

Classes of Memberships
Adult or Best Friend is a regular membership open to each person over 18 years of age who subscribes to the
purposes of the club. Regular membership includes voting privileges, a newsletter subscription, participation on
email lists, and eligibility for all discounts and benefits.

Junior or Puppy is open to a person 10 — 18 years of age. At the “Puppy” level members receive a newsletter
subscription, participation on email lists, and all discounts, but are not entitled to vote. Juniors are encouraged to
volunteer for suitable tasks with parental consent; however, supervision is required for ages 10 -13 year olds.

Family or Dog Pack is available to all individuals within a single household. All individuals in a family membership
will have all rights and responsibilities of regular members except the family membership will have only one vote.

Champion membership is available to individual adults or families. At the Championship level the same
discounts, benefits as the adult or family membership, except two people within the family will have votes.
Champion members shall be listed in all event programs and in the newsletter. Up to 70% of annual dues may
be allocated to support areas of interest.
